WITH MCCLUSKEY INTERNATIONAL FOR TOURISM/TRADE
REPRESENTATION FROM JANUARY 1, 2010, THROUGH DECEMBER
30, 2010, FOR THE SPRINGFIELD CONVENTION AND VISITORS
BUREAU IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $85,000.00

WHEREAS, Springfield is a home rule unit as defined in Article VII, Section 6(a) of the
1970 Illinois Constitution and has jurisdiction over matters pertaining to its government and
affairs; and

WHEREAS, the City Council previously passed Ord. No. 541-11-09 authorizing
acceptance of International Marketing Grant #10-373004 from the Illinois Department of
Commerce and Economic Opportunity (DCEO); and

WHEREAS, a portion of the grant funds is to be used for international marketing to
include tourism/trade representation directed toward British consumers; and

WHEREAS, McCluskey International 'will provide services to include sales
development, marketing/promotion activities, media placement, in-country trade/consumer
shows and consumer/trade fulfillment; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City to enter into a contract with McCluskey
International from January 1, 2010, through December 30, 2010, in an amount not to exceed
$85,000.00; and

| WHEREAS, the City Purchasing Agent has made a determination that this contract is
exempt from the provisions of the City Purchasing Code requiring sealed competitive bidding
pursuant to the exceptions contained in Section 38.42 pertaining to Professional Services; and

'WHEREAS, a copy of the contract shall be located in the Office of the City Clerk.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

WHEREAS, this Ordinance approves and authorizes execution of Amendment No. 3 in
an amount not to exceed $42,000.00 to the original Professional Services Agreement with Black
& Veatch Corporation for Phase | and Il engineering services associated with performance of a
study of the Daliman Power Plant Units 31/32 and 33 Scrubber to assess improvements
regarding emissions limitations for said units, and

WHEREAS, this project, which was approved by Ordinance No. 96-02-07, as amended,
covers Daliman Unit 33 Scrubber upgrades, and Dallman Units 31/32 and Unit 33 Balance of
Plant (BOP) maintenance upgrades, and

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 390-06-08 authorized Agreement Amendment No. 1 for
these engineering services, and Ordinance No. 007-01-09 approved Agreement Amendment
No. 2 for these services, and

WHEREAS, this final Agreement Amendment No. 3 includes additional consulting
services required to complete studies, project design activities, construction contract
preparation, and construction inspections specifically pertaining to Tasks 15: Unit 31/32
Isolation Valve Technical Specification and Task 16: Unit 31/32 isolation Valve Piping and
Valve/Actuator Support Design, of the prior Agreement Amendment No. 2 with Black & Veatch,
and :

WHEREAS, additional stress analysis was needed to support proper design of the
Scrubber recycle piping to allow for the installation of isolation valves, and additional field visits
were required to design a proper piping support system, and

WHEREAS, the additional $42,000.00 funding authorization approved by this
Amendment No. 3 will be funded by the Electric Division 2008 Electric Revenue Bond Issue.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

A RESOLUTION URGING WOODSIDE TOWNSHIP TO CONVEY THE
OWNERSHIP AND JURISDICTION OF THE TOWNSHIP ROAD
KNOWN AS HAZEL LANE AND SHOULDER THERETO TO THE CITY
OF SPRINGFIELD AND, IF NOT, COMMENCING ANNEXATION OF
THE HAZEL LANE RESIDENCES INTO THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD

WHEREAS, the Hope Institute for Children and Families (“Hope”) provides residential,
educational, and health services to children, ages 5 to 21, with severe developmental and/or
disabilities and their families; and

WHEREAS, Hope leases approximately 25 acres from the City of Springfield within
Woodside Township, which serves as Hope’s principal place of business and campus; and

WHEREAS, Hope currently serves more than 120 children with severe developmental
disabilities and/or multiple disabilities in day programs, Monday through Friday; and

WHEREAS, Hope's campus includes five residential units, each serving 7 to 15 children.
Each residential unit has sleeping quarters, a common living area, and a kitchen. Hope's campus
also includes an administrative building, a building known as "the Old School" that is now used
for office space, a therapeutic swimming pool, a gymnasium, and several playgrounds
specifically designed for children with developmental disabilities; and v

WHEREAS, Hope also operates a Medical Center, known as Noll Medical Pavilion,
located at 5220 South Sixth Street, Springfield, Illinois and ten community-based residential
units for children with developmental disabilities located in the metropolitan Springfield region;
and

WHEREAS, through its residential program, Hope currently serves more than 120
children with severe developmental disabilities and/or multiple disabilities, with more than 70 of
those children residing on the grounds of Hope's campus and more than 50 residing in the ten
group homes located in Springfield outside Hope's campus. The children who reside in the
afore-described group homes are transported by bus to Hope's campus generally five days per
week for educational, medical, and recreational programs and services; and

WHEREAS, in order to provide its services, Hope employs approximately 500 persons,
approximately 360 of whom work on the Hope’s campus, making Hope one of the largest private
employers in the City of Springfield; and

WHEREAS, Hope’s campus has been at the same location since 1962; and

WHEREAS, from 1962 to 2004, access to Ho'pe’s campus was exclusively by Hazel
Lane, a Woodside Township road; and

WHEREAS, in January 2004, the City of Springfield completed a second passageway
connecting Hope’s campus to East Hazel Dell Lane; and
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WHEREAS, there continues to exist between Woodside Township and The Hope
Institute a disagreement over the use of Hazel Lane as a means of accessing the Hope campus;
and

WHEREAS, because of Hope’s mission, it is necessary that its campus be served by two
access roads to allow emergency and other necessary vehicles and personnel to reach Hope’s
campus in the event that conditions preclude the use of one access road; and

WHEREAS, the City of Springfield has reviewed annexing Hazel Lane and the abutting
residences under authority granted to it by Article 7 of the Illinois Municipal Code (65 ILCS 5/7-
1-1 et seq.) in order to work with Hope and its neighbors for the purpose of assuring that Hope
had two access roads to its campus; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Illinois Constitution and the laws of the State of Illinois,
Woodside Township is authorized to convey to the City of Springfield ownership of and
jurisdiction over Hazel Lane and the City of Springfield is willing to assume said ownership and
jurisdiction,. including the responsibility to maintain Hazel Lane, without any annexation of
residences or other property abutting Hazel Lane.
