WHEREAS, the City of Springfield is a home rule unit as defined in Article VII, Section 6(a) of
the 1970 Illinois Constitution and has jurisdiction over matters pertaining to its government and affairs;
and

WHEREAS, the City of Springfield, hereinafter known as the CITY, and the State of Illinois,
acting by and through its Department of Transportation, have entered into an Agreement relative to the

Construction Easement Area is defined as the area lying between the project right-of-way
limits and the platted street limits within which the CITY, by concurrence in the

Section 3: That there are currently no revocable permits issued by the CITY for the
temporary retention of any ENCROACHMENT within the Project Right-of-Way.

Section 4: That it shall be unlawful for any persons, firm or corporation to park any motor
vehicle within the Project area consisting of Jefferson Street from east of Emporia Avenue to west of
Spring Creek, and on Madison Street from Lewis Street to 9th Street and Veterans Parkway (IL 4) from
0.1 mile west of IL 29 (J. David Jones Parkway) to Jefferson Street.

Section 5: That this ordinance is intended to and shall be in addition to all other ordinances,
rules and regulations concerning parking and encroachments and shall not be construed as repealing or
rescinding any other ordinances or part of any ordinance, unless in direct conflict therewith.

Section 6: That any person, firm or corporation violating this ordinance shall be fined not
less than One Hundred Dollars ($100.00), nor more than Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for each
offense, and a separate offense shall be deemed committed for each and every day during which a
violation continues or exists.

Section 7: That the City Clerk is hereby directed to publish this ordinance in pamphlet form.
Section 8: That this ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its and recording by
the Ciucwlerk 4nd 10 days after puplication in pamphlet form. _

WHEREAS, the City of Springfield is a home rule unit as defined in Article VII, Section
6(a) of the 1970 Illinois Constitution and has jurisdiction over matters pertaining to its government
and affairs; and

WHEREAS, the Illinois Department of Transportation is mandated by law to develop
transportation plans and programs in cooperation with federal, state and local agencies; and

WHEREAS, Section 104(f) of Title Twenty Three U.S.C. has authorized funding through
the State of 1llinois to carry out Section 134 of Title Twenty Three U.S.C.; and

WHEREAS, to receive federal funds for road projects, all municipalities are required to
perform certain planning duties through our Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO); and

WHEREAS, the Springfield-Sangamon County Regional Planning Commission (“Planning
Commission”) is the MPO for the City of Springfield; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission and the City of Springﬁeld, through its Office of
Public Works, have agreed to accept the responsibility for street and highway planning activities as
indicated in the PY-2012 Unified Planning Work Program; and

WHEREAS, the estimated cost to perform the transportation planning work is $360,256.00;
and :

WHEREAS, the City’s share is $32,423.00, which is 9% of the total cost estimated; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City to enter into a Planning Year 2012
Transportation Planning Agreement with and authorize payment in the amount of $32,423.00 to the
Springfield/Sangamon County Regional Planning Commission; and

WHEREAS, a copy of the Planning Year 2012 Transportation Planning Agreement for July
1, 2011, through June 30, 2012, shall be located in the Office of the City Clerk.
