Minutes of Springfield City
Council Meeting
Tuesday, February 22, 2010
City Council Chambers

Mayor Edwards called the Special Meeting to order at 5:35 p.m. All were invited to rise for the
Pledge of Allegiance.

Clerk Tumulty called the roll of City Council members.

PRESENT: Ald. Shanahan [X], Ald. Simpson [X], Ald. Kunz [X], Ald. Lesko [X], Ald. Cahnman
X, Ald. Cimarossa [X], Ald. Theilen [X], Ald. Smarjesse [X], Ald. Griffin . { and Mayor
Edwards [X|. Eleven (11).

ABSENT: None.

Ald. Cimarossa moved to take Agenda Nos. 2011-062, 2011-063 and 2011-065 out of order.
Ald. Simpson seconded. The motion carried 10/0 via voice vote.

The First Item on the Agenda was No. 2011-062, “An Ordinance Waiving the Requirements of
Section 37.06 of The 1988 City Of Springfield Code Of Ordinances, As Amended, For FY12
Regarding Deposits from the Corporate Fund to the Capital Equipment Fund in the Amount Of
- $860,285.00. Ald. Cimarossa moved to place 2011-062 on final passage. Ald. Lesko seconded.

The motion carried 10/0. The official vote on Agenda No. 2011-062 was 10/0. Ald. Shanahan,
Ald. Simpson, Ald. Kunz, Ald. Lesko, Ald. Cahnman, Ald. Mahoney, Ald. Cimarossa, Ald.
Theilen, Ald. Smarjesse, and Ald. Griffin voted yes.

The Next Item On The Agenda was No. 2011-063, “An Ordinance Amending Ord. No. 409-07-
09, “An Ordinance Waiving The Requirements Of Section 100.30(F) Of The 1988 City Of
Springfield Code Of Ordinances, As Amended, And Directing The Office Of Budget And
Management To Reclassify Existing Revenues Received From The Hotel/Motel Tax For Fiscal
Year 2010 By Both Reducing The Revenues Budgeted For The Capital Improvement Fund And
Increasing The Revenues Budgeted For The Corporate Fund In The Amount Of $1,130,000.00,
As Amended,” By Changing The Payment Date To March 1, 2012.” Ald. Simpson moved to
place Agenda No. 2011-063 on final passage. Ald. Kunz seconded. Mayor Edwards indicated
the fund balance at the end of the year will be approximately $3 million dollars.

The motion carried 10/0. The ofﬁ01a1 vote on Agenda No. 2011-063 was 10/0. Ald. Shanahan
Ald. Simpson, Ald. Kunz, Ald. Lesko, Ald. Cahnman, Ald. Mahoney, Ald. Cimarossa, Ald.
Theilen, Ald. Smarjesse, and Ald. Griffin voted yes.

The Next Item On The Agenda was No. 2011-065, “An Ordinance Authorizing The Transfer Of
$500,000.00 Capital Equipment Fund 094 Into Corporate Fund 001.” Ald. Simpson moved to
place Agenda No. 2011-065 on final passage. Ald. Cimarossa seconded. Mayor Edwards
indicated the balance at the end of the year in Fund 094 will be approximately $132,000.00
dollars.
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The motion carried 10/0. The official vote on Agenda No. 2011-065 was 10/0. Ald. Shanahan,
Ald. Simpson, Ald. Kunz, Ald. Lesko, Ald. Cahnman, Ald. Mahoney, Ald. .Cimarossa, Ald.
Theilen, Ald. Smarjesse, and Ald. Griffin voted yes.

The next item on the Agenda was No. 2011-024, “Annual Appropriation Ordinance Of The City
Of Springfield, Illinois, For The Fiscal Year Beginning March 1, 2011 & Ending February 29,
2012.” Ald. Simpson moved to place Agenda No. 2011-024 on final passage. Ald. Kunz
Seconded.

Ald. Cimarossa moved to amend Agenda No. 2011-024 with Amendment No. 1 (Clean Up
Amendment). The motion carried by unanimous voice vote. A copy of Amendment No. 1 is
attached to these minutes and incorporated by reference.

Ald. Cahnman moved to Amend Agenda No. 2011-024 with Amendment No. 2 (Restoration of
wages to COS for police and fire departments). Ald. Cimarossa seconded. Ald. Cahnman noted
that restoring these lines would decrease the fund balance by $500,000.00 and those positions
would be restored. He further stated that it was his understanding that Mayor Edwards would
rescind the layoff notices if the funding was restored.

Mayor Edwards stated that the council needs to review the fund balance. He stated these people
were not laid off to balance the budget. He stated he asked and received input from the directors
on this issue. He referred to the fund balance of other cities and how important it is to have a
fund balance. The handout provided by Mayor Edwards is attached to these minutes and
incorporated by reference. He indicated it is a snapshot of where we stack up compared to other
cities in terms of cash balance. Champaign, Bloomington and Peoria were all comparable cities
according to Mayor Edwards. At the end of last fiscal year, the city of Springfield had $2,000
cash available. Ald. Simpson stated they are obviously in much better shape than Springfield.
Mayor Edwards stated we just keep spending our money down. We need to stabilize. That was
the purpose of the layoffs. The purpose was to get us out of a $10 million dollar hole and
establish a cash balance. Ald. Simpson stated she appreciated the information. She asked if we

have looked at how these cities have accumulated these cash balances. '

Mayor Edwards stated if something goes wrong, we have a cash balance that will not help us.
He stated his point is we have a $1.5 million dollar surplus and you’re immediately spending
down $500,000 with this amendment. That’s why we’re in this shape.

Ald. Kunz stated if we’re doing these layoffs to create a fund balance, why didn’t we lay off
persons with higher paying salaries. Mayor Edwards stated many positions have been left
unfilled. If we had filled them, we would have been looking at those people.

Ald. Cahnman stated it’s easier to not fill positions than to lay people off work. Mayor Edwards
stated thank goodness the Davlin administration did not fill these positions or we would be
laying off 65 people instead of 8. He stated 2 years ago, the city laid off 8 people and not a word
was said. Last year, it was 6 people and not a word was said. This year it’s 8 people. Next year
it will be more. '
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Ald. Cahnman stated layoffs are not within the council’s authority. He stated layoffs are a
decision to be made by the new elected mayor.

Mayor Edwards stated we could have passed a 2 month budget but he didn’t think that was the
right thing to do. We’re doing the right thing here.

Ald. Shanahan stated we need to have a reserve for natural disasters. There are any number of
things that could bring us to our knees. He supports creating a reserve.

Ald. Lesko stated we need to keep these people working. Why ruin the lives of 8 people and
their families.

Ald. Griffin stated if things do not get better in six months, we’ll have to layoff twice as many.
Ald. Lesko stated giving these people time to prepare is the right thing to do.

Ald. Kunz stated we’re still giving out raises. We haven’t asked for furlough days. The layoffs
last year were not done to create a fund balance. We haven’t asked anyone to sacrifice in this
budget. Everyone gets a raise and 8 people are laid off. We’re still wasting money on
subscriptions and dues. He thinks it wrong. He doesn’t think the council is serious about raising
fund balance.

Ald. Cahnman stated the easiest way to increase fund balance is not give raises to those people
who are not part of a collective bargaining agreement. Some people at the State have not
received raises in years. President Obama froze federal wages. It doesn’t make sense to give
pay raises and lay people off work.

Ald. Simpson stated we need an influx of new revenue. She stated maybe the council needs to
implement a dining tax. We could begin collecting revenue within three months.

The motion to amend (Amendment No.2) passed by voice vote. A copy of Amendment No. 2 is
attached to these minutes and incorporated by reference.

Ald. Cahnman moved to adopt Amendment No. 3 (Restoration of salary lines in the Convention
and Tourism Bureau). Ald. Cahnman reiterated his argument on this amendment. He also stated
that the monies brought in by the SCVB are important and it makes sense to restore these
positions.

Ald. Theilen stated if you’re going to take money out of the reserve fund on the corporate side,
rather than putting it in SCBV, put the money and the people in some other department. SCVB
is supposed to pay for itself. He further stated with all of the cuts we’ve done, why don’t we
move the people elsewhere. That makes more sense than to put money in a program that is not
paying for itself.

Ald. Cahnman stated money is mbney. Transfers are done all the time.
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Ald. Kunz stated he’s been here 12 years and the Council has moved money and transferred
money to avoid laying people off work. The idea that the tax involved here is strictly for
infrastructure is wrong.

Mayor Edwards stated he would rather not co- mingle the funds. It’s cleaner. We’ve told the
citizens we were doing this. That’s also what we’ve done with the corporate fund.

Ald. Kunz stated the money from the Corporate Fund has been used to subsidize Public Health,
SRD (Springfield Recreation Department), etc. He stated as long as he’s been here, the
Corporate Fund and CWLP always has to make up the difference for something. It’s all a pool
of money from the citizens who pay taxes.

Ald. Cimarossa stated she agreed with Mayor Edwards.

Mayor Edwards stated it makes our cash position better, rather than spending the fund balance
down.

Ald. Kunz stated he would agree to the extent or the amount it’s for jobs. Not all of it.

CC Johnson stated we should finish with the budget and then a motion to recall 2011-063 would
be in order at that point.

Mayor Edwards stated we’ll vote on Amendment No. 3. Then we’ll go for final passage on the
entire budget.

Ald. Simpson stated she was not in favor of taking any money from Fund 095 in the first place
because of the promise made to the citizens. She reiterated the total amount that will be repaid to
Fund 095 will be $249,753.00 less than the total we were supposed to pay, $1,130,000.00.

Julie Zolgadahr reiterated the numbers so all of the council members were clear on what was
happening.

Mayor Edwards told the council members about the bond meeting on Thursday and he wanted
the City to have somewhere above $1 million dollars. We need to be in a better cash position for
our bond rating.

Ken Crutcher stated to the council his position on how important it was to have a good cash

balance for the bond rating. One way or another we’ll have to submit an explanation to the bond
rating agencies. He would like to see the City have a fund balance of $8-12 million dollars.

Ald. Simpson stated we have a continually crumbling infrastructure. If we keep delaying
payment to the fund, we’ll never get anywhere. If we keep borrowing from the fund, or not pay
the full amount back, that does not sit well with her.

Mayor Edwards stated he’s trying to preserve the cash position in case of emergency.
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Ald. Simpson stated whatever goes wrong, with the amount of money we’ll have there, we’ll be
up the creek without paddle anyway.

The motion to amend (Amendment No.3) passed by voice vote. A copy of Amendment No. 3 is
attached to these minutes and incorporated by reference.

Leonard Hubbard, Jr., 1612 E. Cook Street, Spfld, II., addressed the Council. He’s concerned
about layoffs of city employees. He asked if there were city employees who live in other
communities. He stated there were. It’s a shame. He stated you need to take care of your home
first. Too many jobs have left Springfield.

Sheila Hunter, 2176 E. Converse, Springfield, IL., expressed her thanks to the council for
restoring the funds to the Convention and Visitors Bureau.

The official vote on Agenda No. 2011-024, as amended, was 10/0. Ald. Shanahan, Ald.
Simpson, Ald. Kunz, Ald. Lesko, Ald. Cahnman, Ald. Mahoney, Ald. Cimarossa, Ald. Theilen,
Ald. Smarjesse, and Ald. Griffin voted yes.

Ald. Theilen moved to recall Agenda No. 2011-063. Ald. Cimarossa seconded. The motion
carried 8/3. Ald. Shanahan, Ald. Kunz, Ald. Lesko, Ald. Cimarossa, Ald. Theilen, Ald.
Smarjesse, Ald. Griffin and Mayor Edwards voted yes. Ald. Simpson, Ald. Cahnman and Ald.
Mahoney voted no.

Ald. Theilen moved to adopt Amendment No. 1. Ald. Lesko seconded. The amendment reduced
the amount of repayment by the Corporate Fund (from Hotel/Motel Tax loan for FY2010) from
$1,130,000.00 to $880,247. These monies would have gone to the Capital Improvement

Fund. Ald. Cahnman lobbied for a no vote from the Council. All this amendment does is reduce
the amount of the repayment. It does not affect cash balance. If we’re in dire straits at the time
of the repayment, we can revisit the issue. Ald. Theilen stated he appreciated Ald. Cahnman’s
statement. He stated he pledged to be a financial steward. Restoring spending without
associated revenue is not a wise thing to do. We just added spending back into the budget
without an appropriate revenue. He sees this amendment as a way to restore the funding. He can
live with this amendment.

Mayor Edwards stated he’s trying to establish a cash balance for future use.

The official vote to motion to amend Agenda No. 2011-063 carried 6/4. Ald. Shanahan, Ald.
Kunz , Ald. Lesko, Ald. Cimarossa, Ald. Theilen, and Ald. Smarjesse voted yes. Ald. Simpson,
Ald. Cahnman, Ald. Mahoney and Ald. Griffin voted no.

Ald. Theilen moved to place Agenda no. 2011-063, as amended, on final passage. Ald.
Cimarossa seconded.

The official vote on Agenda No. 2011-063, As Amended, on final passage was 7/3. Ald.
Shanahan, Ald. Kunz, Ald. Lesko, Ald. Cahnman, Ald. Cimarossa, Ald. Theilen, and Ald.
Smarjesse voted yes. Ald. Simpson, Ald. Mahoney, and Ald. Griffin voted no.
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Ald. Simpson moved to adjourn. Ald. Kunz seconded. The motion carried via voice vote. The
time was approximately 6:53 p.m.

Mayor Edwards asked Ken Crutcher to address the Council. Mr. Crutcher stated that he wanted
the aldermen to know that Monday, February 28”’, would be his last day of employment. He was
going to work for the State of Illinois. He stated that he had notified Mayor Edwards a number
of weeks ago but wanted to see the budget through. He thanked the aldermen for their support
over the years.
